News from St. Andrew’s Church

At the Parochial Church Council on 10™ March we
had time to talk about the service and mission of the
church, as well as the practical matters of building
and churchyard, in the last year before the next 5-
yearly inspection is due. Julian has been working in
the church, and made his own helpful inspection and
comments, concluding that while money inevitably
needs to be raised, see below, the fabric is in a better
state than most of the churches that he goes into.
The Annual Parochial Church Meeting will be held
in the church at 7.00 p.m. on Tuesday 21" April. This
is a legal requirement connected with the establish-
ment of the Church of England, but the meeting is
open to everyone in the parish, and we will genuine-
ly welcome any opinions on what we are doing and
might be doing.

Good Friday is 3™ April. The service, starting at 9.30
a.m., is followed by carrying the cross up the ‘Green
Hill’ and through the meadow to Hill House , where
Valerie will welcome us with buttery hot cross buns.
On Saturday 4™ from 10.00 a.m. to midday there will
be another Children’s Workshop in the church, plen-
ty of making and doing, and refereshments, while
the church is being decorated: everyone welcome.
The Easter Eucharist is at 9.30 a.m. on 5 April.
Rogation Sunday is 10™ May and in the afternoon we
walk through the fields to Spexhall, for tea, starting
at 2.30 in Wissett, thinking about the natural world
and the work on the land that feeds us. A traditional
informal event for all.
